race up the stairs

and lock ourselves in Rachel’s room to perform the Sacred Transformations. 

Grace slips into her Juliet costume (Henry’s going as Romeo).

the beatnik who’s deliriously happy 129

. 

 not  to be going as a rosebush. 
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I SLIP INTO THE GORGEOUS BLACK DRESS

And instantly feel

as smooth and as soft and as silky as the satin that it’s made of. 

I feel as slinky as a model in this dress. 

So full of possibilities. 

Like  anything  could happen. 

And something  is

going to happen. 

Tonight. 

I can feel it coming. 

And I’ll be wearing this dress when it does. 

Sometimes I just  know  things. 

. 
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AT THE DANCE

Mr. Schultz is

selling tickets at the door, 

dressed as Howard Stern. 

 Not  a pretty picture. 

The gym’s been transformed

into a haunted house, 

which basically means that some spider webs are hanging from the basketball hoops. 

It’s loud, 

dark, 

crowded, 

sweaty, 

and I’m  very  glad to be here. 

. 
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GUESS WHO?
