No, all these fools want to complain about is how their precious economies,” he whined, disgusted. “Are falling apart, and they are blaming me.”
“I can see their point, but-”
“As if this is somehow my fault.”
“Ah, it kind of-”
“Anyway, I am handling it for now.”
“This is probably something I don’t want to know, but how can you handle the collapse of a freakin’ currency?”
“Oh, I officially refused to comment on rumors, rumors that I started by the way, that the whole attempted theft of Dogzilla, and the supposed raid on your Moon, are part of an elaborate Dump and Pump scheme.”
“A, what?”
“Ugh. How can you be completely clueless about the world? A Dump and Pump, numbskull.”
“Yeah, that didn’t help.”
“Seriously? Let me try to break this down Barney style. You do know what a Pump and Dump is?”
“Let’s pretend I don’t.”
“When we are done with this awful conversation, you need to watch the movies Wolf Of Wall Street, and Boiler Room, as remedial education. “I’ll let you know if that happens.”
“Just think of the rage and self-loathing Moonraider will feel, when it learns that it failed. That is pain.”
“I am doing this! Joe, I need to go offline for a while. To make absolutely certain that Moonraider didn’t leave any more nasty surprises inside either Bubba or Roscoe, I have to review every. Single. Line. Of code in those machines.”

“Is there anything I can do to help?”

“The enemy at least twice has used Maxohlx ships,” I whispered back. “To observe, or screw with, the activation of Dogzilla. And for the attack against Moonbase Zulu. If Moonraider left a surprise here, I’ll bet it is conventional warships, not mines.”
“I’ll keep the powder dry, then.”
Skippy was waiting on my desk when I got to my office. A hot cup of coffee was also waiting for me, that was a nice gesture. Not so nice was his other gesture: a slow clap. “Oh, brav-oh, Joe. That was an inspiring performance.”

“Uh huh, I know that. I am saying there is no way to do that.”
“What is our objective out here?”
“To find and kill Moonraider, duh.”
“It’s not a duh, because that is not our objective.”
“It isn’t?”
“No. Try again.”
“To, um, punish Moonraider for attacking your Moon, and smashing two of your ships?”
“That is something I would like to do but no, that’s not our objective.”
“OK, I give up. What are we trying to achieve out here?”
“To stop Moonraider from causing further harm. If we can do that without risking our forces in combat, we will take that option.”
“Like that’s gonna happen.”
“Unlikely, I agree. But, do you see my point?”
“Not really. The only way to stop Moonraider is to kill it.”
“You didn’t hear what I said. We need to stop it from causing harm. As of ten minutes ago, we know that means stopping it from waking up another Sentinel.”
“Oh. Hmm.”
“Now do you understand?”
“I think so. Is this what the military calls a ‘limited objective’?”
“It is limited only in that it is a specific objective. Instead of a vague order like ‘crush the enemy’, a commander should issue orders detailing a limited, specific, achievable objective such as ‘proceed north from the start line and destroy enemy resistance south of the ‘X’ river’. That explains exactly what your forces are supposed to do. If the operation is more successful than expected and the enemy quickly retreats across the river instead of fighting, you can modify the orders to include a pursuit north across the river. Those revised orders should specify where to cross the river, and how far to pursue, so your force isn’t suckered into going too far from their base of supply, and getting outflanked and encircled.” That example isn’t anything theoretical, it actually happened to me in Nigeria. We got too confident, pursued what we thought was a small enemy force into the jungle, and by the time we realized our line of retreat was cut off, heavy artillery was falling on our position. “Even the SpaceCav puts boots on the ground, Skippy. I used that example because that’s how I learned, back when the Army was a ground force. Look, the point is, we don’t need to find and kill Moonraider right now. All we need to do is stop it from waking up a Sentinel.”
“Oh, is that all? Let me cancel my pedicure appointment, we can have this done in a couple hours. No, dumdum. That is still an impossible thing to do.”
“What happens when you tell me something is impossible?”
“Ugh. You find a stupid monkey way to do it.”
“And then what happens?”
“I spiral down into self-loathing, again.”

“Ugh, fine. It is true that two grams of radonium is not enough to contact a dormant Sentinel, not even close. But it is enough material to, how do I explain this? You know how crystals form, like snowflakes? Water vapor collects around a seed particle in the air, like a speck of dust or something. Once the process starts, the crystal grows from itself, but that seed, or kernel, is necessary to begin the, um, sort of a chain reaction. That’s not what happens, but do you understand?”
“You’re saying a tiny initial amount of radonium is needed to create more of that element?”
“Yes, very good! Hmm, I must be better at dumbing stuff down than I thought,” he muttered. “Having an initial kernel of radonium makes the manufacturing process exponentially more efficient. Without that kernel of a few micrograms, it can take months or even years to get beyond creating the element one atom at a time.”
“We already knew that Moonraider has two grams of the stuff, and you said it couldn’t wake up a Sentinel. What changed?”
“What changed is, I know what type of mass is missing from Trips’ spacedock. Moonraider took the fabricators.”
“Oh. It’s going to set up its own facility, to create more radonium?”
“That is my guess, yes. There is no other logical explanation that I can think of. Before you ask me a lot of stupid questions, the fabricators and their associated support equipment made up twelve percent of the spacedock’s mass. The other five percent is not from any individual components, not an entire assembly. Moonraider took apart the spacedock for a specific set of raw materials; those required for containing active radonium inside a cross-dimensional transmitter, when the system is powered up. The containment chambers don’t just hold the radonium, they focus the effect.”
“Shit. I was hoping you were, you know. Wrong, somehow.”
“Like that’s ever gonna happen.”
“Is there anything else Moonraider needs, to set up a radonium factory?”
“Um, nothing special. It could be done literally anywhere. Most likely, an asteroid field, for easy access to raw materials. Or in the Oort cloud of any star system in the galaxy. It could be anywhere.”
“No way to predict where that ship went?”
“Not that I know of. You are the creative one, can you think of a way to track that ship?”
“No.”
“Then, we are screwed.”
“How long, before Moonraider has enough purified radonium?”
“Two, three months? That’s a guess, but close enough. Add another month or so to turn the exotic matter into functional transmitters. So, four or five months, tops?”
“Thanks.”
“That’s it? Usually when I deliver bad news like that, you say something like ‘fan-TAST-ic’, as if it’s my fault. Joe, are you, are you giving up already?”
“No way. Skippy, my motto is ‘Never give up, never surrender’.”
“That is not your motto, you stole that from-”
“If we can’t stop your asshole cousin from-”
“Moonraider is not my cousin.”
“You know what I mean. Another of your kind. If we can’t stop it from making transmitters, we’ll have to stop it from using the damned things. Do you know which Sentinel it will wake up?”
“Um, no. I have no idea, sorry.”
“Come on, Skippy. You didn’t just randomly pick a Sentinel, the three times you woke one up. There was a specific time and place for the activation of each one. There must be several factors that makes a particular Sentinel a better candidate for activation.”
“OK, that is true.”
“And for each Sentinel that is a good candidate, there is a time and place to do it.”
“Also true.”
“Are there any Sentinels that are ready to be activated now, right now?”
“No. Um, not that I know of. Joe, I do not have good data on the status of every Sentinel. If Moonraider has a more complete and accurate set of data, it could have access to a wider pool of candidates.”
“Shit.”
“However, I would say it’s unlikely that Moonraider knows of a large number of eligible Sentinels that I am not aware of. Those are the Sentinels that were in the ready reserve pool, those next in line to be called to duty. Unspoken in her question was whether I was concerned about Skippy. I gave her a justification that we both knew was bullshit. She accompanied with her team anyway.
A maximum stealth ingress, on a planet that had a substantial atmosphere, was a complicated process. So, scrubbing off orbital velocity by slamming into an atmosphere is a cheap way to save fuel, but bad when you’re trying to be quiet. Solution? The Bat Hook.
Each of the three Ravens slipped through the SD network, flying a precise flight path to avoid where sensor coverage from multiple satellites overlapped. “OK, so, uh, is this an orbital mechanics thing? We just have to wait for the planet to rotate, to bring the gap into alignment. That rock rotates slowly but not that slowly. Like, every one hundred and seventy hours.”
“A hundred and sixty eight and a quarter hours, roughly.”
“Right. We can wait.”
“We can wait, it won’t do us any good. The potential weak spot is a hundred and forty two kilometers above the surface, and it always faces the star. The planet rotates, the weak spot does not.”
“Shit. How is that possible?”
“It is a factor of the planet’s strong magnetic field. Explaining it to you would make my head hurt.”
“We have to wait for half of the planet’s year, so the weak spot lines up with the dart’s direction of travel?”
“Yes, except that would take eight months, and we don’t have that long, obviously. Thusly, it is impossible as I said.”
“Thusly?”
“I’m trying to class this place up a bit. Can we stop wasting time, and move on to consider other targets?”
“Oooooh,” I ran a hand through my hair as a memory tickled the back of my mind. “Nope, we’re not doing that.”
He stared at me. “Ah. You don’t want to risk the ship, so you don’t want to consider targets that might require us to-”
“That’s not it. We will hit this place.”
“Should I hit ‘Rewind’, and play back the part where you agree we can’t wait another eight months?”
“I did agree we can’t wait, I did not say we are crossing Gorgontha off the target list.”
He surprised me. Instead of hitting me with insults, he walked across my office desk, and sat down so his little legs dangled over the side. “Joe,” he held up a fist for me to bump. “I have missed this so much.”
“Missed what?”
“You pulling crazy ideas out of nowhere. You do have an idea of how to do this?”
“You know it.” I bumped his fist. “In fact, this is an idea I had years ago, just never had an opportunity to use it. I need to reach into Joe’s Bag Of Tricks.” I pretended to reach into a bag. “Skippy, let me smack you with something you are going to love.”
Imagine an Einstein-Rosen bridge, what we call a ‘wormhole’, as two discs that are pressed tightly together back to back so there is no distance between them, except that the discs are lightyears apart in space. You fly a ship through one hoop, and you emerge through the other end with no time having passed, and no sensation of having traveled many lightyears. Time actually is involved but humans can’t sense it, and the math is so horribly complicated, I couldn’t explain it even if I had a clue how it works, which I don’t. If your ship is traveling west at ten thousand kilometers per hour when it flies through the near side disc, it emerges from the other end with the same direction and speed.
Except-

In the case of a wormhole failure, a ship can emerge traveling as much as ninety three degrees off its original course.
Cool, huh? See, I do pay attention when Skippy nerds out with technical details. The problem was , ninety three degrees was not enough of a course correction for us. To slip the dart through the gap in the energy shield around Gorgontha, the dart needed to change direction by one hundred and seventy four degrees. How could that be done, with the closest Elder wormhole seventeen lightyears away?

“Joe,” Skippy’s avatar was biting his thumbnail, a new emulation of human behavior. “You realize we can’t test this, unless we waste a dart?”

Reed nodded without looking at me, her lips drawn in a tight line. She wasn’t angry, she was focused. Her commanding officer wanted to try a crazy stunt, and she wanted to make sure her ship didn’t become collateral damage.
“Outstanding. Skippy, is the dart’s AI ready?”
“It can’t believe we are attempting this, but it is fully onboard. After coasting through empty space forever, it is eager to do anything.”
“I meant, can it perform the jump like we need?”
“Yes. Keep in mind, the thing flew past at three quarters of lightspeed while I ran a diagnostic test, so I couldn’t examine it as closely as I would like.”
“Let’s do this. Reed, the safety of the ship is our top priority. If you see something funky, we cancel the op and jump away, no questions asked.”
