After touring the city for a long time. Erik checked on a few places, the different apothecaries which were the closest that people in the first realm, unless they had a strong background, came to touching alchemy.
The healers were swamped, there was always people needing healing. Though healers weren’t ones to waste their time and mana.
There were two healing houses and then several different apothecaries.
Erik only looked over the different things that they were selling including services. What he saw on the healing side, made him shake his head.
These people knew how to use a few healing spells, but they clearly didn’t care to learn anything about a persons’ biology.
Why would you need to when the healing spell worked just fine? Rugrat’s knowledge of the human body was greater than their revered ancestors through a rigorous first aid training he’d undergone.
Erik who had been a combat medic had greater knowledge, could only see their abilities and shake his head. If medics back on Earth had these abilities fatalities would plummet.
As it was getting close to night the two of them headed out of the city and moved for where their gear was hidden in the forest.
They stored their gear in their storage rings and set up camp.
While Rugrat was on first watch, Erik pulled out his sleeping bag and a glow stone he had bought. He used the sleeping bag to block the light and pulled out the thick book in his storage ring.

With a deep breath and a sense of anticipation he had since getting the storage ring he opened the book and started reading the first page.
There was basically two ways of increasing one’s strength in the ten realms. Body cultivation and the mana gathering system.
Body cultivation walked down the path of enhancing their body through rare resources, alchemy concoctions or being tempered again and again to increase the basic strength of their body.
As one increased the strength of their body, their agility, strength and stamina would increase in leaps and bounds. Walking this path, they would have to endure great pain, destroying and reforming their body repeatedly to advance their strength.
This required healers, or healing concoctions to keep the body cultivation practitioner from dying. They could also use concoctions created by alchemists to increase their bodies abilities. Using too many pills could weaken one’s foundation though.
The cost was not simple, and Alchemists were incredibly rare in the second realm, in the first realm they were nearly nonexistent.
The second system, the mana gathering system could be improved in a couple of ways. The simplest was increasing mana regeneration, if one had more than ten mana gates open, or their mana regeneration stat was at ten points or higher, they would step onto the path of a mana gathering practitioner. Erik had already taken this step as he had acquired the first level, mana Vapor. Once his stats increased to twenty, then he would automatically gain the mana like mist, at thirty, this mist would condense into mana drop. Increasing past this level would require the practitioner to intervene as the next stage was forming one’s mana core, five drops had to be compressed until they formed a core within their body.
With each increase, their bodies would gain a greater affinity towards mana, their mana pool would also undergo an increase.

You take the resources of the dungeon and its core. “Now we just need to build a hospital and an academy,” Erik said.
“You want to do the hospital I’ll do the Academy?” Rugrat asked.
“Works for me,” Erik said.
With the blueprint tool Erik was able to use components from the other blueprints and combine them in new ways, like blueprint copy and paste.
The hospital was extremely rudimentary. There was a seating area up front, a reception and then behind it there was a large medical bay, its layout was simple, a bunch of beds with dividing curtains. There were showers and bathrooms as well as supply rooms.
“Different from the healing houses I’ve seen,” Egbert commented.
“Oh?” Erik said, as he entered the ‘hospital’ into the system, right now he wanted to have the basic buildings, it would be up to later architects and crafters to update and modify them as needed.
“Most healing houses look like an upscale manor as they treat only the rich and nobles. This is much simpler, focused on treating as many people as possible, instead of making them feel important,” Egbert said.
Erik looked over to Rugrat’s designs, the academy had four entrances, it was shaped like a square, with L shaped buildings at each of the corners, each corner building had six classrooms that could hold thirty people. Other than the classrooms there was a main building in the middle of the academy’s grounds, it was the largest by far and it had three stories with each floor getting bigger.
It looked incredibly solid.
“What’s the main building?” Erik asked.
“The library, on the first floor there will be novice grade books, on the second level, Apprentice, the third Journeyman, other books will be held onto by the staff until we can build more floors,” Rugrat said.
Erik nodded, he liked the people of Alva, but he didn’t know if they could ignore the allure of Master and Expert books. The collection Egbert had given them was vast and mainly consisted of Expert level information.

“Shall we start?” Erik asked.

Erik nodded, Rugrat didn’t waste any time and put down the barracks, it was based on gnome design but all of the formations wouldn’t be added in. It was a simple courtyard for training, with places for soldiers to sleep, take care of their gear and learn new fighting skills.
“Tracing back to the Dungeon, we have this free area from half five to one o’clock, we can turn that into housing, keep them away from all of the workshops,” Rugrat said.
“Let’s put a hospital as a midway between the dungeon core and the barracks, that way if people are hurt in the living areas they can easily get aid, also if we’re in a fight then the people at the barracks aren’t too far,” Erik said.
He put down his rudimentary hospital. Then they laid down where roads were going to be through the housing area, it was very linear as they didn’t want to waste space. At the twelve o’clock position they put down a large market that would meet up with the dungeon core and extend halfway down the housing district, behind it would be a warehousing district, continuing clockwise one would enter the academics and workshop area.
There was the cookhouse that bordered the market area and then the academy, it was the largest building with the woodworking and formation workshop behind it, the smithy and alchemy lab in front. Continuing down there was the manor with the tailors behind it and several large growing areas. These were basically greenhouses that would supply the people with constant food.
“Alright, so how are we going to sort out pay?” Rugrat asked.
“We will give everyone a house, but then they will sign a contract to build everything we’ve planned out. We will pay people that prove themselves to be capable teachers, as well as the military, librarians and the merchants will get a commission based off of what they sell and how much. People will pay a fee to use the market, warehouse space will be rented, we will pay farmers for the growing houses and we will own everything that comes out of them. Those that go to the schools will have to pay a fee, but they can sell whatever they make. We will take a ten percent tax on anything that is sold inside the city,” Erik said outlining his ideas in broad strokes.
“Priorities for building?” Rugrat fired off.
“Barracks, hospital, growing houses, homes, academy, workshops, warehouse district and market square,” Erik said after a moment’s thought, looking to Rugrat.
“Makes sense to me, first we need to have some defenses, then the military can kill beasts and we can start trying to grow crops, bringing resources in. Right now we have places that people can sleep, while they’re not comfortable, they’re survivable. I would also say that we build temporary showers and bathrooms and a water treatment center, Roska would only need to use a separation and purification spell and our water would be clean. With formations we could automate the process but that would take more power,” Rugrat added.
“It always comes down to the amount of power we have, at least we’ve got tons of resources left over from the gnome buildings,” Erik said.
“While your people work in shifts, the robots can also help to build the structures all the time. Whether the ingredient is located in one’s own garden, or within a hidden cave, harvesting is vitally important, as is storage. If the ingredient is not harvested properly, then it might become useless. Many heroes travel with at least one person who is well versed in harvesting so that they might claim these ingredients to sell or use them later. One must also store these plants in containers that complement the ingredient or else the efficacy might decline. Then there is the preparation. This is made when you confirm you want to make a specific alchemic product, such as a powder, potion, or pill. For different alchemic formulas, ingredients might need to be prepared in a variety of ways—sometimes boiled, other times burned, chopped up, ground down, frozen, or grilled. Methods of preparation of the ingredients will have a vastly different outcome when you move to the last stage, which is formation. Forming a powder is the easiest; a potion is much harder and creating a pill is in another level of difficulty.
“The more suitable and tailored growing conditions for the plant, the greater the efficacy. If it is harvested properly and stored in the right container, it will retain the highest level of efficacy, with the preparation drawing out this potential for it to be combined with other ingredients in the formation stage according to an alchemic formula to create a substance that will have a great effect on whoever consumes it.”
